For what purpose and on what basis we process personal data

Automated decision making

Boatboys does not make decisions about cases based on automated processing that may have
(significant) consequences for individuals. These are decisions that are made by computer
programs or systems, without a person (for example, an employee of Boatboys) in between.

How long we keep personal data

Boatboys do not store your personal data for longer than is strictly necessary to achieve the
purposes for which your data are collected. We use the following retention periods for the
personal data: Personal data> Retention period of 5 years (after the collaboration ends).

Sharing of personal data with third parties

Cookies, or similar techniques, that we use

Boatboys uses only technical and functional cookies. And analytical cookies that do not infringe on
your privacy. A cookie is a small text file that is stored on your computer, tablet or smartphone
when you first visit this website. The cookies we use are necessary for the technical operation of
the website and your ease of use. They ensure that the website works properly and, for example,
remember your preferences. We can also use this to optimize our website. You can opt out of
cookies by setting your internet browser so that it no longer stores cookies. In addition, you can
also delete all information that was previously saved via the settings of your browser. More
information about switching on and off and removing cookies can be found in the instructions and
/ or with the help function of your browser.

Use of session cookies

With the help of a session cookie we can see which parts of the website you have viewed during
this visit. We can therefore adjust our service as much as possible to the surfing behavior of our
visitors. These cookies are automatically deleted as soon as you close your web browser.

Analytics and Google Ads

A cookie is placed via our website from the American company Google, as part of the Analytics
service.

View, modify or delete data

You have the right to view, correct or delete your personal data. In addition, you have the right to
withdraw any consent for data processing or to object to the processing of your personal data by
Boatboys and you have the right to data transferability. This means that you can submit a request
to us to send the personal data that we hold about you in a computer file to you or another
organization mentioned by you.

We will respond to your
request as quickly as possible, but within four weeks.
